Ears and sounds
Exercise: Listen carefully for one minute. How many sounds can you hear?
When you hear something, your ears pick up sounds which make the eardrum vibrate.  These vibrations are then sent by nerves to the brain which tells you what you are hearing.
The ear has 3 main parts:-

1. The outer ear – the part you can see.

2. The middle ear – where the sound travels through.
3. The inner ear – where all the sounds are collected and sent to the brain for sorting.
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Question: What things are bad for your ears?

Answers: loud noises, putting things in them, illnesses
